Classes begin at 2:30
p.m. and end at 4:00 p.m. Students must attend each class to meet state requirements for
classroom instruction. Students must be 15 years of age prior to beginning date of
each class. Enrollment in the class will be on a first come, first served basis. Freshmen
cannot enroll in a class until the second semester. Seniors, juniors, and sophomores will

be taken ahead of freshmen Approval by the Dean of Underclassmen is needed.
